STEP BY STEP

STEP 1
Cut your design in mirror image. Film 
blade required. 

STEP 2
Weed away any excess material.

STEP 3
Place transfer face down onto the 
garment with the transparent backing 
on top and press for 5 seconds at 
140°C. (20 second press when printing 
onto Nylon).

STEP 4
Remove the transparent backing hot.
